16 October 1969 and 23 April 1988

ARTICLE I
The name of this corporation shall be Chiwawa Communities

Association.
ARTICLE IXI

The duration of the corporation shall be in perpetuity.

, ARTICLE " I1T1
The registered office of the corporation is 2112 Chiwawa Court,

Leavenworth, Wa. 98826, and the name of the registered agent at such
address is Patricia Ballard.

This corporation does not contemplate wecuniary gain or
profit for itself or to its members, and is rot authorized to
issue shares of stock. Each member as such will have an equal
interest and voting right in the corporation, provided that -in the
election of trustees of the corporation, principles of cumulative
voting shall apply to the end that each member shall have that
number of votes which is the number of trustees’ vacancies to be
filled, and may cast :such number of votes for any one nominee, or
divided among two or more nominees, as such voting member may

determine.

ARTICLE V

The authorized number for membership, the qualificationss
necessary for membership in this corporation, the different
assessments, and capital contributions, the method of collecting
said assessments and contributions, and all such other matters
necessary and proper to carry out the purposes for which the
corporation is formed, shall be set forth in the by-laws of this
corporation. A certificate of membership may be issued to each
member which, however, shall not be transferable except as

provided in the by-laws of the corporation.
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The initial by-laws of this corporation shall be adopted by
its board of trustees. The power to alter, amend or repeal the



by-laws or adopt new -by-laws shall be vested in the members of
this corporation.

DRTICLE VI

The purposes for which the corporation is formed are:

A. To create or acquire or purchase or contract to purchase
or lease, and to operate and maintain water wells, or other water
supply and water distribution system in connection therewith, and
otherwise to provide community services to or in connection with
the platted area of Chiwawa River Pines as per plat recorded as:

owners of or a party interested in said lands if, pursuant to such
platting, restrictions and dedications be recorded by which

membership herein be required of lot owners in such platted areas.
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B. Without assessment, lien or charge, to receive and exercise
powers of supervision and control over the use and improvement of
lots in Chiwawa River Pines as aforesaid and of other, platted areas
as contemplated by paragraph A above, including examination and
approval of building and landscaping plans and enforcement of
protective restrictions, all as may be provided in the recorded plat
reservations and protective restrictions and covenants in connection
therewith.

C. To the extent as may be provided by the by-laws, to
provide community club and improvement services to the area of the
membership of the corporation.

BARTICLE VIL
The corporation shall have all the powers, not contrary to
law or the statutes of the State of Washington, incident to,

xpedient or appropriate to carry out the purposes for which it is
formed.

Specifically, and without 1limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the corporation shall have the following powers:

(a) To receive property by gift, devise or bequest, and
otherwise acquire, purchase, rent, contract for, hold and convey



all property, both real and personal, including shares of stock,
bonds, and securities of other corporations:

. (b) To convey, exchange, lease, sell, mortgage, encumber or
otherwise dispose of all property, real and personal;

(c)' To borrow money, contract debts, and issue notes, bonds,
bills or evidence of indebtedness and to provide security for the
payment or performance of its obligations;

(d) To appoint such subordinate agents and officers as the
business may require, and to make contracts, and to do all other
acts necessary or appropriate for the administration of the
affairs and attainment of the purposes of the corporation:

(e) To acquire, hold, use, convey and in all other manners
deal with franchises, water rights, easements, which may be
expedient in connection with or incidental to the corporation’s
purposes including, without 1limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the power to transfer to any appropriate municipal or
public body or authority its rights and duties or any part thereof
as may pertain to the provision of water utility services which
such municipal or public body or authority is then or will thereby
be able and willing to provide to the benefit of property within
the area served or contemplated to be served by this corporation;

_ (£) To render any lawful service to or on behalf of its
members upon a non-profit basis, but not thereby restricting the
right and power to accumulate reserves as may be necessary or
useful for the continued performance by the corporation of its
purposes.

ARTICLE VIII
The number of the initial trustees constituting the board
shall ?e nine. Thereafter, the number of trustees shall be fixed
by or in the manner provided in the by-laws.
ARTICLE IX

In the event this corporation is dissolved as provided by
law, the net assets of this corporation shall be distributed to a
corporation or public body able to provide needed services to the
members or alternatively to its members.

ARTICLE X

. The personal liability of a trustee for monetary damages to
th}s.corporation or its members for conduct as a trustee is hereby
eliminated; provided, that this provision shall not eliminate the
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liability of a trustee for acts or omissions that involve
intentional misconduct by a trustee or a knowing violation of law
by a trustee, or for any transaction from which the trustee will

-personally receive a benefit in money, property or services to

which the trustee is not legally entitled.

The Articles of Incorporation next above are a true and
accurate compilation of the original Articles adopted 22 November
1963, the amendment adopted 4 December 1969, and revisions adopted
23 April 1988, all duly approved and filed by the Secretary of
